1. $10.00 class change fee (not per class) paid at the Counseling Office (Cash Only).
2. Class changes will show on myschoolfees.com, after 5:00 pm on the day the change is
made.
3. DON’T pay school fees before class changes are done.

* CrASS FEES: Will be taken at SCHS during registration (Aug 9", 10" & 11™), or ONLINE AT
MYSCHOOLFEES.COM starting July 26th. Without fees being paid, the student will not be
able to use the materials needed to receive a grade from these classes.

* UPDATE INFO: Please verify all information on Powerschool updating home address, home
phone, parents’ cell numbers, and parents’ email addresses. We will be sending report cards,
failing notices, attendance, grade updates, etc. to you by email.

* FEE WAIVERS: Applications for Fee Waivers must be received by September 29, 2017 to be
granted for the 2017-2018 school year. Go to www.washk12.org to download and print the
2017-2018 form. Click on District Forms, Alphabetical, Fee Waiver Application 7-12. Waiver
forms may be picked up at SCHS during registration hours. Waivers will not be accepted at
SCHS until August 9", 10" & 11™. Along with the completed waiver form, we also need the
last three pay stubs for the parents or 2016 income tax return.

*  SCHOOL BREAKFAST/LUNCH: SCHS will have a National School Breakfast and Lunch
Program. Breakfast is $1.75 and lunch is $2.50 per day. Free and reduced lunch program
applications will be accepted online after August 1st. Students must show school ID in lunch
line. Lunch account balances may be viewed on your students Powerschool account. You may
pay for school lunch online at paypams.com

* SENIOR PERSONALIZED WARRIOR PARKING SPOT — senior parking spaces will be sold on a
“first come, first serve” basis during registration. You must have your receipt showing your
$30.00 payment at the time you select YOUR space! This is your year SENIORS — don’t go
without your very own parking spot. Pay online and bring receipt to avoid finance line.
